Thanks for sharing Caroline, I have just two minor suggestions for the groups’ consideration. 

Because of the nature of the panel discussion which aims to present multiple views (spectrum of issues or diversity of perspective over one topic), I wonder if we could add a point around “issues/perspectives addressed”. I get the sense that the way the bullet points stand now, may not help to capture the diversity we are looking for, but I may be wrong.   

Also, I have added in green below something about innovations so that we can frame presentations in a way that encourages sharing of innovative approaches. It is just an idea, and I understand that it may make the list too cumbersome. Perhaps it is something that we may stress more in the Comms Talks only where I think it may be more appropriate.

Finally, with regards to the Pre-formed Panel Submission, I think we may want to review the description on the website as I have received a few messages requesting clarifications around the difference between the Panel Overview and Individual Panel Presentations.
